CRITERIOS DEL PROGRAMA

de hipoteca.

2. Los compradores de vivienda deben estar dentro del 
mínimo del 50% AMI y el máximo del 80% AMI (ver tabla).

3. Los compradores de vivienda deben tener buen crédito 
(sin bancarrotas, cobranzas, embargos ni juicios recientes).

4. Los compradores de vivienda deben demostrar una necesi-
dad de vivienda digna y asequible.

5. Completar el Programa de Educación de Inversión Familiar 
de Habitat LA.

6. Los compradores de vivienda deben estar dispuestos a 
asociarse con Habitat LA completando lo siguiente:

• 125–500 horas de trabajo comunitario (“sweat equity”)
• Un taller de educación para compradores de vivienda 

previo a la compra certificado por HUD
7.   Todos los miembros del hogar deben ser ciudadanos 
estadounidenses o residentes legales permanentes.
