6. Advocate: Outreach and encourage other local faith, business, community and government leaders to
prayerfully consider partnership in Habitat LA’s work by engaging them in prayer walks, overcoming racial injustice,
leadership builds, informational meetings, and/or passing and funding affordable housing legislation.

7. Develop: Consider developing existing houses of worship buildings into affordable housing units or help turn
land or a parking lot your faith community owns into an affordable housing development.
